Other murals will feature sheep, cattle,
dairy, orchards, etc. Some of the paintings will be 80
feet long, covering the entire side of the barn.

Blue Ridge Parkway Photo Trip -
July 25-28

In just a few weeks, we’ll embark on the camera club’s
annual photo trip to the Blue Ridge Parkway. Many of
you have signed up already and several of you have
made your hotel reservations. If you are planning to
go and have not received an e-mail from me in the
past two weeks containing updated hotel information,
chances are your name is not on the signup sheet.

As in the past, we’re using Waynesville as our “base.”
Also, as we did last year, and will go from there to
photograph sunrise, sunset, waterfalls, wildflowers
and more along the Blue Ridge Parkway and other lo-
cations. Because of its proximity to the Balsam Gap
entry point onto the Blue Ridge Parkway, the Best
Western Smoky Mountain Inn, where most of us
stayed last year, was chosen as the recommended

hotel.

As of two weeks ago, the Best Western was booked
up, so another hotel, Maggie Valley Creekside Lodge,
is recommended for those who have not yet made
their reservations. You’ll have to add 10 minutes of
travel time when going up for a sunrise, but the price
savings in room rates will be worth it!

It’s very similar to the Jonathan Creek Inn where we
stayed in 2008, as all rooms contain a refrigerator,
microwave, ironing board and iron. They do not in-
clude hairdryers. Special CCC rates for the Maggie
Valley Creekside Lodge range from $69 for a “regular”
room with one king-size bed to $89/night for a
“creekside” room with two double beds and a kitch-
enette. You MUST ask for “Carol’s $20 off internet
discount” when calling (1-800-621-1260) to make
your reservations. Additional discounts, such as AARP
may apply, so ask for those as well reserving your
room.

Photographic Wonders:
American Daguerreotypes from The

Nelson-Atkins Museum of Art

May 17-August 25, 2013

By the middle of the 19th
century, Cincinnati was
the Queen City of the
West. A transportation
hub, the city was home
to industry, art, and even
a professional baseball
team. Though there are
numerous written ac-
counts of life in the big
city at this time, we are
also fortunate to have
images of this era be-
cause of the earliest
“photographic” works, known as daguerreotypes. In
1839 the American public first encountered this ex-
citing new invention. By 1843, daguerreotypists had set
up shop in every major city in the United States. Visi-
tors to the Taft will have the opportunity to view these
remarkable works. This exhibition features about 90
daguerreotypes of exceptional quality and variety, with
the high degree of resolution typical of these rare, one-
of-a-kind photographs. Works by both famed and anony-
mous makers provide a window into mid 19th century
America: its occupations, trades, urban and rural scenery,
and racial and ethnic diversity.

Local Exposures:

Cincinnati Daguerreotypes
April 19-July 21, 2013 also at The Taft

An early form of photography, daguerreotypes are ex-
quisitely detailed, one-of-a-kind images created on a
mirror-like silver surface. Dozens of daguerreotype stu-
dios made Cincinnati their home in the mid-19th centu-
ry. This exhibition features a small selection of Cincin-
nati-related daguerreotypes from local and regional
collections.

Among the earliest views of Cincinnati, street scenes
offer a snapshot of the growing young city. Portraits
of famous Americans whose likenesses were cap-
tured while passing through town suggest the promi-
nence of Cincinnati on the national scene. Intimate
family portraits reveal the popularity of the early
technology among the middle class. And handbills,
business cards, and advertisements spotlight Cincin-
nati’s burgeoning daguerreotype industry.

Located adjacent to the room housing "Local Expo-
sures" and hanging on the wall in the hallway, are the
original eight daguerreotypes which were recently
scanned and stitched to create the now-familiar pan-
orama of the Cincinnati riverfront as it was in 1848.
